COURSE DESCRIPTION
This course includes the study of more than 6000 years of World History. Topics include the study of Ancient Egyptians, Chinese, Greek and Roman Periods, Renaissance, Revolutions, WWI, WWII, Holocaust, and the World since 1945.
COURSE OBJECTIVES

Throughout the course, you will meet the following goals:

· Trace and analyze the development of civilization in Africa, Asia, Europe, and the Americas and explore how societies change over time

· Describe the emergence of monarchal rule, and examine its effects on the development of government, society, and economic change

· Investigate the causes of global exploration, and explore the effects of imperialism and colonialism on global interactions

· Analyze the causes of revolutionary and nationalist movements, and evaluate their long term effects

· Explore the conflicts between nations to present day, and analyze their impact on modern issues

· Describe cultural characteristics of societies over time, including the role of women, religion, and art and literature, and investigate the effects of technological innovation on economic and social change

· Use social studies skills to access, interpret, and apply information from a variety of sources.
MOVIES
Occasionally movies or movie clips will be shown to enhance the learning topic. History can be violent and some of the videos will have a PG, PG-13, and R rating. Please let me know if you do not want your child to watch a particular rating in the note section of the signed slip. The student will be sent to the media center with an alternate assignment.

EVALUATION AND GRADING POLICY

Assignments

All assignments are due at the beginning of class unless otherwise noted. This means when you walk in the door, your assignment should be in your hand. Do not ask me if you can print your paper at the beginning of class. The library is open before and after school for this purpose. 
All major formal writing assignments must be typed, double-spaced, 12 pt. Times New Roman font, on 8.5 x 11 paper, and in MLA format (if you need help, use Owl Purdue). 

Academic Integrity

Plagiarism occurs when one steals or uses the ideas or writings of another and presents these writings or ideas as his or her own.  Plagiarism is defined as presenting someone else’s words or ideas as your own. It is a form of stealing and is a serious offense. Students must credit their sources for any ideas that are not common knowledge and not their own. Stephen Wilhoit’s article titled "Helping Students Avoid Plagiarism" in College Teaching (Fall 1994, pages161-164) lists the following types of plagiarism: 

· Buying a paper for a research service, website or term paper mill. 
· Turning in another student's work without that student's knowledge. 
· Copying a paper from a text without proper acknowledgment. 
· Paraphrasing materials from a source text without appropriate documentation. 
· Copying someone else’s work.
Students fail to realize how easy it is for teachers to catch them doing this. If you plagiarize, you will be caught and will receive a zero for that assignment, your parents will be notified and you will be referred to the principal.
Grading

Grading will occur on a variety of assignments including writing, group work, homework, tests, quizzes, projects and presentations. It is your responsibility to keep track of your grade using PowerSchool (you should be checking this website at least weekly). If you did not receive your log-in information, please contact the main office. If you have a question or concern about your grade, you may see me before or after class or school. Do not ask me about your grade during class time.
Late assignments
Late work is not accepted. It is expected that all assignments be turned in on time. Homework turned in a day late receives 50%, and after that, it’s a zero. However, Miss Hannawi will provide one chance pass per semester; this allows a student to turn in an assignment one day late for full credit. However, these passes cannot be used to turn in either formal writing assignments or projects.
REDO to earn credit

Assignments that do not meet my expectations will be returned with “Redo.” Reasons for receiving this include:

· Assignments that are not legible

· Assignments that are crumbled or torn

· Assignments that have scribbles 

· Assignments that are missing a name
Extra Credit policy
Extra credit may be offered periodically throughout the term. A student is NOT eligible to earn extra credit if he/she has any missing assignments.

Classroom Expectations

The class policies and procedures are best stated with these simple rules:

· Come to class prepared, with all necessary materials and assignments because you will not be allowed to run back to your lockers to grab supplies. 

· Please do not “pack up” when I am still teaching and/or other students are discussing. It is rude and distracting to all. Students will not be lining up at the door before the bell rings.

· Please do not leave trash in the room (i.e. empty water bottles and gum wrappers).

· Please be respectful to your classmates, your teacher, and yourself at all times.

· Be ready to start class when the bell rings. There will be no passes in the first or last 10 minutes of class.
Technology, Student Cell Phones, and Access to Technology

Research shows that technology use in the classroom induces student interest and motivation, making its usage in schools important. However, it is important to consider how students use and engage technology in the educational environment as well. Room 212 is a strictly enforced RED ZONE. Any cell phones or other tech devices / accessories seen or heard during a RED ZONE will be confiscated according to district policy and turned over to an administrator.

It will also be helpful for students to have access to a working computer that is connected to the Internet and a printer. If this is not possible, students are welcome to use the computers at HSN after school concludes each day.
Computer Lab

Periodically throughout the semester, we will be typing or researching in the computer lab. Students must have their computer passwords at all times. Students without their passwords may lose credit on the assignment that day. Also, please note all students should have an e-mail address and know their username and password. It may also be a good idea for students to have a flash drive (USB drive) if they would like to transport electronic work from school to home.
Attendance Policy
The L’Anse Creuse High School North Attendance Policy is in full effect, and I adhere to all school policies with regard to the attendance and tardy policies, and the Credit Review process. Attendance is taken at the beginning of each hour and reported to the office. 

It is also important to know that if you miss class, you miss valuable instruction time that cannot be recreated because it often includes teacher lecture/dialogue, group participation, class discussions, or other activities that engage the student in a classroom learning environment with your peers. If you do have to miss for any reason, you should first check the Weebly page for what we did in class and the crate in the “student area” of the classroom for any missed work. If you need clarification, ask three peers, before or after class, to explain the instruction/materials to you. If questions remain, you may ask me during passing time.

If a student is absent from my class on a day that an essay or other major assignment is due, have a parent drop it off or send it in with a friend. Do not e-mail essays to me, unless you have made arrangements with me beforehand.
